We celebrated at the Continen-
tal Nightclub in Milwaukee,
Wisconsin.  Luckily it was
within walking distance of our
minuscule two-room apart-
ment, with no public transpor-
tation available and we owned
no auto yet.

The reason for choosing
this particular nightclub was
that Billie Holiday was appear-
ing with her current group.
When we arrived we found out
that she would be performing

on the expanded part of the bar
top. So we picked stools clos-
est to that spot and ordered two
beers to satisfy the minimum
drink requirement. Though it
wasn’'t too crowded, people
soon gathered at the tables and
it began to get noisy. Cur-
tains at the end of the bar
opened revealing Billie and her
musicians atop the bar, follow-
ing each other. Billie was

regal in a white gown with a gardenia
in her hair. They walked the bar, stop-
ping only a few feet from us.

As she began to sing the room
hushed. She sang so beautifully, we
were mesmerized. Everyone waited
until the final note of each song faded
away before applauding!

Some of her musicians were: J. C.
Higgenbotham, trombone; Henry
“Red” Allen, trumpet and “Zutty” Sin-
gleton, drums.
