Keep Jaza Alive

At our next meeting on Sunday, Februarry 21st..




Hooray! | was discharged from
the Navy on May 23, 1946, after
serving in the Philippines for more
than a year. | finally met my di-
minutive co-writer, Lu, at a busi-
ness college in Green Bay, Wis-
consin. We hit if off inmediately!
However, she took a job and re-
mained in Green bay while |
moved to Milwaukee to attend an
art school for four years under the
G.LBill.

While alone in Milwaukee, | found
that Louis Armstrong’s Band was
playing for a dance and decided
to attend. Taking a trolley | ar-
rived at the small dance hall; total
interior probably was equal to our
club’s dancing area and spectator
seating combined. The elevated
band stand was about three feet
above the floor. There was one
closed door at the rear left of the
stage. Almost immediately, about
12 musicians arrived and began
to set up their music stands. A
piano and drum set were already
in place. The double row of musi-
cians, reeds in front, brass behind
them, began to play a popular
song of that time.

After approximately two choruses,
the closed door opened and Louis
Armstrong stepped through and
began playing along with the
band as he strode to the front of
the stage. At the end of the song
Louis walked back through the
rear door, not to be seen until the
band members set up a new song
for him as they had the first song.
This would be repeated until the
dance was over.

It was during these performances | real-
ized | was the only white male in atten-
dance. It made no difference at all. |
joined the other enthusiastic males
crowded at the band stand, while we all
showed our appreciation, yelling and
clapping. It was a grand evening! In
later years | discovered that Louis
would, at times, rent a band from Musi-
cian/Band Leader Les Hite to schedule
dances, which was much less costly
than maintaining a band of his own. (We
have often wondered what Louis was
doing behind that closed door.)

Finally Lu and | were reunited and got
married on May 29, 1948. We moved to
Milwaukee where Lu took a job and |
continued my schooling. Lu kept a diary
of our musical activities over the next
two years, which we will now draw upon
for subsequent articles.
