his swing band. The band was
already playing and we joined the
other couples dancing. The two of
us had yet to find a good compro-
mise between Bernie’s “slide ‘n
glide” style and Lu's “bouncy”
style inherited probably from
many years of dancing to polka
music. What a problem! But the
music was great.

For those who are unfamiliar with
Buddy Rich, there are many who
consider him the best drummer of
the swing era including even
Louie Bellson and Gene Krupa.
However there were persons who
thought he was, at times, too out-
spoken. But a majority of sidemen
seemed to prefer his presence on
the drums. As a matter of fact,
Frank Sinatra considered Buddy
to be his favorite drummer.

Buddy also was quite a good
singer and at times would hand
off his sticks to one of
the other band members who was
able to double on drums. On
these occasions Buddy would
pick up a hand mike and sing a
tune or two.

The band, as we recall, had ap-
proximately 12 to 15 members in
the usual swing band allotment of
reeds, brass and rhythm. No
