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The Bernie & Lu Corner 

It was early in the evening of 
a very warm July 20, 1948, as 
we walked down the path in 
Milwaukee’s Washington 
Park that led to their outdoor 
amphitheater.  The person 
performing that evening was 
pianist, Hazel Scott.  She was 
one of the summer program 
attractions and no admission 
was charged.  This was espe-
cially appreciated since our 
income was limited to Lu’s 
secretarial salary and Bernie’s 
living allowance under the 
G.I. Bill while attending art                              
school. 

Unlike our Hollywood Bowl, 
there were no curved bleach-
ers reaching up the steep hill-
side.  The only hill facing the 
performer was a gently rising 
slope of very limited eleva-
tion. Seating was limited to 
grass only and a few benches 
scattered about.  Apparently 
the regulars to the programs 
were accustomed to carrying 
cushions or blankets and sit-
ting on the soft grass as we 
e l e c t e d  t o  d o .    
 
There was a hush among the 
audience as an attractive 
woman of color in a beautiful 

gown appeared on stage.   She 
introduced herself as Hazel 
Scott and said how pleased she 
was so see everybody and 
hoped that we would all enjoy 
what she had chosen for her 
program. 

  Hazel was born in Port of 
Spain, Republic of Trinidad and 
Tobago and raised in New York 
City from the age of four.  She 
performed extensively as a 
child, then trained at the Juil-
liard School.  She also per-
formed numerous times at Car-
negie Hall, as well as appearing 
in six movies, including Broad-
way Rhythm and Rhapsody in 
Blue.  She was known for im-
provising on classical themes 
and also played boogie-woogie, 
blues, and ballads.  She was the 
first person of color to have her 
own television show, “The Ha-
zel Scott Show”, which pre-
miered on July 3, 1950.                                                             

What we heard and observed 
was a consummate pianist who 
provided an evening of exciting 
and swinging interpretations of 
classical music.  In addition she 
played boogie-woogie, stride 
p iano and occas io na l l y 
sang.  We never heard a flubbed 
note either on the piano or vo-
calizing.  A true artist and a 
lovely lady.
