”.It was early evening of Thursday, 
October 14, 1948, as we stepped off 
a city bus in front of Milwaukee’s 
Eagles Ballroom. This would be our 
first visit to it and we were very 
impressed by its commanding loca-
tion at the top of a slight hill, about 
75 feet from the sidewalk. We en-
tered, paid our admission and were 
given a brochure about the ball-
room. 
 
This had to be the ballroom to end 
all ballrooms! The bandstand had 
already been set up to accommodate 
a very large Kenton Orchestra (it 
was rumored he was traveling with 
42 musicians). 
 
We were approximately one-half 
hour early so we decided to famil-
iarize ourselves with the facilities of 
the building. There were six bars 
spaced evenly with booths and ta-
bles, all surrounding the huge 
25,000 square- foot dance floor. 
From the ceiling, at the exact center 
of the room, was hanging a very 
large revolving mirrored ball with 
lights focused on it. 
 
As we were finishing our drinks, the 
Kenton band began arriving and 
setting up. It soon became apparent 
that he had brought his latest 42- 
piece band with him. We had mixed 
emotions because this band was 
specializing in “progressive jazz” 
and not necessarily his great earlier 
swing music which was so much fun 
to dance to. 
 
Well, we needn’t had worried. We 
danced every number-the band was 

terrific. Some of the songs they played 
were “Artistry In Rhythm”, “Reed 
Rapture”, “Swing House”, Artistry In 
Harlem Swing”. “You Go To My 
Head”, “I Know That You Know” and 
many others, some quite progressive 
but all with a good dance beat. 
 
Stan Kenton went through many criti-
cal periods. Some said his band was 
just a big band trying to do modern 
classical music. However avant garde 
as it was, it proved to be highly suc-
cessful.
